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Individual level: biological and personal history factors among both survivors and perpetrators

Relationship level: proximal social relationships, most importantly those between intimate partners and within
families

Community level: the community context in which social relationships are embedded, including peer groups,
schools, workplaces, and neighborhoods

Societal level: larger societal factors that create an acceptable climate for violence and reduce inhibitions
against violence
